Incorporation of research-supported best practices for gifted students:  INSTRUCTION

 Open-ended or PBL activities 

             Products are drawn from multiple intelligences

             Visual-Spatial learning predominates
             Compacting (to include pre-teaching assessment)

             Minimized repetition (MDF strategy)

             Conceptual flexibility – acceptance & nurture of divergent thinkers

             Socratic discussion
 Extensions beyond classroom to expand peer pool (competitions, field trips, etc.)
