2009-10 Duke Talent Search
Approximately ninety of our Sloan Creek 7th graders will be receiving a letter of nomination for the 2009-10 Duke Talent Investigation Program (T.I.P.) or as it is more commonly known, the Duke Talent Search.  This is a national search for talented students who have scored exceptionally high on state assessments (in Texas - TAKS) or other nationally referenced tests. 
The nomination criteria were very high this year – perfect 6th grade TAKS scores in Math (2864) or Reading (2820) qualified.  Seventh grade students who scored very highly on their 5th grade TAKS also qualified (2809 on Math or Reading or 2768 in Science).  Candidates are then invited to take the SAT or the ACT as 7th graders.   As the Duke T.I.P website states:

The knowledge and experience gained from taking an above-level test like the SAT or ACT is invaluable. When gifted students are already excelling on tests designed for their grade, above-level SAT or ACT testing provides helpful 

insight into their academic abilities and allows them to effectively plan for high school and beyond. Additionally, these testing experiences give 7th graders the opportunity to preview the same test they will face during the college admission process.

Although extensive preparation for these tests is not recommended for 7th graders, SAT and ACT prep sessions will be available to familiarize candidates with the test format and strategies for taking timed assessments. There will be no content area instruction.
