KIDS 1ST AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM

Overview

Kids 1st is an after school program developed by Lovejoy ISD in order to provide

quality, safe care for children at elementary schools. The program will be located on site

at Lovejoy, Hart, and Puster Elementary and is a fee based program.

Program staff are employees of LISD and will serve children at a 1:17 (staff to child)

ratio. Each site will be managed by a Site Coordinator and Group Leaders. Kids 1st will

employ elementary teachers during homework hour for academic support.

Fees and Activities

Kids 1st salaries, supplies and administrative expenses are supported entirely by

tuition fees. Fees are as follows:

An annual, non refundable registration fee of $50.00 will be charged for each child.

Full Time / 5 days 
$200.00 per child / per month

Full Time Sibling 
$185.00 per child / per month

Part Time / 3 days 
$163.00 per child / per month

Drop In

$15.00   per day per child (child must have a completed enrollment and medical form on file to be eligible for drop in care)

Tuition is due on the 1st of the month and will be considered late on the 10th. After

the 10th a late fee of $25.00 will added to your account. If tuition has not been received

by the 15th your child will not be able to return to the program until tuition and late fees

have been paid in full.

A late pick up fee of $1 per minute per child for every minute past 6:00 pm will

be collected at the time of pick up. Staff will go by the elementary school clock to

determine late pick up fee.

The primary goal of Kids 1st is to provide a safe, healthy, well-supervised, homelike

environment for all children. Children are offered choices wherever possible to make

the program relevant and fun to everyone.

The Kids 1st program provides opportunities for children to be involved in self directed
activities, large motor in the gymnasium and outside, arts and crafts projects,

independent reading, activity centers, and homework time.

The Kids 1st After School Program will be closed on all student holidays and staff development days.
General information

Kids 1st Site Coordinators and staff are trained in First Aid/CPR and defibrillator use. Staff are trained in procedures for handling fire, tornado, and lock down drills.  Students may not bring personal games, cd players, toys, etc. to Kids 1st, as staff will not be responsible for items lost or stolen. Students will have a designated place to keep belongings, but they are not able to keep items locked.

Student Attendance/Reporting Absences

If your child will not be attending Kids 1st because of a scheduled appointment, vacation or planned absence, please notify Kids 1st staff well in advance. If your child is ill, or being picked up early from school, please request that the school office put a notice of the child’s absence in the Kids 1st mailbox.

Absences without prior notification may be mistaken for a missing child, and cause

unnecessary concern and time searching for the child. 
If a child does not arrive at the program as intended, Kids 1st staff will utilize the following procedures: 
1) check with school office staff/teacher for absences

2) contact the parent using the number listed on the enrollment form

3) contact the emergency number listed on the enrollment form

4) contact local police department if child is deemed “missing” from Kids 1st. 
(The Director of Child Care Services and campus principal will be involved at this level.).

Since Kids 1st is open later in the evening than regular school, we do not allow children to walk home from our program.

In the event that a child is participating in an after school club or other activity by a separate organization, the parent must complete a separate permission slip indicating person/driver’s license who will be responsible for signing out/in the child. This form can be obtained from the Kids 1st Site Coordinator. Examples may include, but are not limited to, scouting, dance, music, etc.  It is imperative that a parent inform the Site Coordinator regarding other arrangements/programs that are a part of LISD (i.e. tutoring, clubs, talent shows, rehearsals, etc.) as your children may be mistaken for missing and cause unnecessary

concern and time searching for your child.

Communication

Parents may pick up members at any time once the program starts. Parents will need to present picture ID in order to pick up their child. Parents must sign their child out before leaving.

Choice Reports are short notes provided to the parents at the time of pick up as needed for communicating positive/negative notes to parents. Kids 1st believes parent communication is of the utmost importance in the development of children, and staff will do their best to notify parents of accomplishments as well as concerns. Parents are encouraged to talk with the Site Coordinator if questions arise.

Safety is a major priority at Kids 1st, although we recognize at times students will get minor scrapes, bruises, etc. Incident Reports are a way for staff to communicate should an incident occur. These are reports in which the incident is documented, along with how it was handled and the care your child received.  Program staff are trained in positive strategies for preventing and managing inappropriate behavior. Should a concern arise regarding a child’s behavior/needs, parents will be contacted to discuss/review the situation. Staff will use a variety of interventions to address the behavior. If inappropriate behavior should continue, or a child’s behavior becomes unsafe for him/her self or others, he/she may be suspended temporarily or permanently from membership. A meeting with the Kids 1st Director and Site Coordinator will be held to determine permanent suspension. In addition, if a child’s needs are greater than can be meet in a staff to child ratio of 1:17, Kids 1st may not be a suitable option for after school care.

Kids 1st welcomes your feedback and input. All questions regarding Kids 1st  After

School Program should be addressed with the Site Coordinator at each program. Please

do not contact the campus staff or principal, as the program is managed separately from

the school.

Kids 1st is not a licensed day-care and has received exemption from the governance of Child-Care licensing. It is associated with Lovejoy ISD and is operated by Lovejoy ISD employees; therefore, Kids 1st is governed by the Texas Education Agency.
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
